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Biography

Born in 1952 in Hong Kong, Raymond Fung is the Fellow Members of HKIA, HKDA 
and recipient of the 1990 HK Ten-Outstanding Young Persons Award. In 1992, he 
was deployed by the Hong Kong Government to the Pei Cobb Freed & Partners for 
further training. In 1997, he received the Vermont Artist Village Scholarship. In 2008, 
he received the HKSARG Home Affairs Bureau Certificate of Commendation and 
won the Hong Kong Ten Outstanding Designers Award in 2009.

In architecture, Fung has won 5 HKIA Annual Awards plus over 30 major awards 
including the Urban Land Institute Global Award, Chartered Architectural 
Technologist Award and Asia Design Award.

In art, Fung’s works have been selected for display in the China National Art 
Exhibition and Hong Kong Art Biennial. His works are widely collected by 
international corporations and museums, and have been quoted in many 
distinguished international publications and the Web-based art program of the 
Chinese University of Hong Kong (CUHK).

Fung is presently the Adjunct Associate Professor of CUHK and Visiting Professor of 
the Central Academy of Fine Arts. He is advisors of the LCSD Museum, WKCD 
Development Committee, Advisory Committee on Revitalization of Historical 
Buildings, ACABAS, Hong Kong Architecture Centre and Hong Kong Science Park 
Art Committee. He is also the Vice-Chairman of Hong Kong Designers Association 
and Board Member of Hong Kong Design Centre.

Fung has published over 150 articles and is a co-writer of 5 books on architecture 
and urban design. He is also the advocator of the book “post 97 – Public Architecture 
in Hong Kong”.
