The directors of Plum Blossoms Gallery take great pleasure in presenting Inscape from China, a solo exhibition of recent oil paintings by Victor Lai. Regarded as one of the leading oil painters in Hong Kong, Victor Lai’s recent works express his feelings towards his own introspection and current affairs in China through a powerful expressionistic combination of form, colour and space. Inscape from China will be on view at the gallery from October 17 – 31.

For this exhibition, Victor Lai will unveil his latest series, “5.12 Sichuan”, a collection of works that reflects on the horrific earthquake that swept across the Chinese province in May 2008. Victor Lai believes that an artist should carry a humanitarian perspective. He wishes for this body of work to deliver a tranquil space for viewers to reflect on this tragedy, believing that although Sichuan is weighed down, with the death and destruction having taken its toll, the province will eventually recover through a collective effort to emerge stronger than ever. 

To support this cause, Plum Blossoms Gallery and Victor Lai has agreed to donate a portion of the proceeds from the sales of the “5.12 Sichuan” series to a selected charity organization to support their relief operations and effort in rebuilding Sichuan. 
This exhibition will also feature a selection of new works by Victor Lai from the past 5 years that typify his mastery in vicariously sharing on canvas the depth of his feelings with the audience.

Born in Guangdong in 1961, Victor Lai’s moved to Hong Kong with his family when he was two. By the age of 29, Victor Lai gained a teacher’s certificate and a Diploma in Chinese ink painting from the Chinese University of Hong Kong, a First Class Honours Bachelor of Education degree from the University of Liverpool and a Master of Arts degree from London’s prestigious Royal College of Art. Victor Lai’s works have exhibited extensively in various solo and group exhibitions and are wildly collected in private and public collections around the world. Victor Lai is currently the Associate Professor and Associate Head of the Department of Cultural & Creative Arts, The Hong Kong Institute of Education, Hong Kong.
